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This is an instructional guide for the Pinal County Air Quality Control District (PCAQCD) Dust Permit 

Application/Dust Control Plan for the West Pinal Non-Attainment Area. It is designed to help applicants 

through the forms and provide additional clarification about each section.  

 

Applicant Information 

This section of the application provides the Air Quality Department with all the necessary information 

about the individual(s) or company (i.e. Corp., LLC, etc.) obtaining the dust permit and who owns the 

property.  

  

Section 1. Applicant  

If the applicant is the Property Owner, check the box next to Property Owner and complete the required 

information. Provide a valid mailing address, not the site address.  

If the applicant is a General/Prime Contractor, Sub-Contractor, or Developer, select the box that applies 

and fill out the ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜŘ ƛƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴΦ Lƴ ǘƘŜ ΨbŀƳŜΩ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴ put the company name not the individual 

completing the form.  
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Section 2. Primary Project Contact/Dust Control Coordinator for work sites 5 acres or more of 

disturbance 

This is the individual who will respond to inquiries and will be the point of contact for any site 

inspections or complaints.  

Section 3. Property Owner/Developer 

If the property is owned by an individual, check the box next to individual and fill in the required 

information. Include a valid mailing address, not the site address.  

If the property is owned by a developer, check the box that best describes the business (Corporation, 

LLC Company or Partnership, Sole Proprietor, or Government) and complete the required information.  

Project Information 

This section provides information about the site where the work will be conducted.  

 

Section 4. Name of Project or Intended Use 

Project Name/Intended Use: 

This will typically fall under the category of Single-Family Residence (SFR), Manufactured (MFG), or 

Detached Structures.  

If this is a commercial or industrial project, place the name of the company or facility being built (i.e. Car 

wash, Chipotle, etc.). 

If this is a master planned community, place the name of the master planned community being built. 
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Street Address:  

This is the address where the earthmoving and construction will take place.

Parcel numbers can be found here. A parcel number is required, and this section of the application 

cannot be left blank.  

If you are a developer and multiple parcels are included, a parcel list needs to be provided with your 

application. This can be uploaded in the attachments section on the Civic Portal.  

Section 5. Project Scope/Acres of Disturbance 

Enter the total area disturbed next to the type of work that will be conducted. For example, if you are 

building a Residential Single-Family, you would place the total acreage of disturbance in the provided 

box. Please pay close attention to the unit of measurement listed (i.e. Acres, Linear feet for trenching, 

etc.). 

 

Section 6. Earthmoving/Disturbance Activity 

Check all activities that will be conducted on the site.

Please enter the name and phone number of the person responsible for the Dust Control Plan. Please 

enter the project name (i.e. SFR, MFG, Master Planned Community name) or the address. Please enter 

the parcel number(s). The parcel number(s) ŘƻƴΩǘ need to be all inclusive in this section, just enough 

information for Pinal County Air Quality staff to relate the dust control plan to the project. 

 

Section 7 (Site Plot Plan Requirements) & Section 8 (Minimum Water Onsite Acknowledgement) 

Both sections 7 & 8 are automatically checked and required. A Site plot plan is required to be 

submitted along with the dust permit application/dust control plan. The dust permit fee will not be 

invoiced without submissions of a complete dust control plan and site plot plan. Detailed information on 

ǿƘŀǘΩǎ ǊŜǉǳƛred in the site plot plan is in section 7.
